ORGANIZING VERSUS MOBILIZING
AGAINST POLICE VIOLENCE (3)

v The mobilizing or mobilization
model of struggle seeks to bring the
people out to support political
actions that are conceived,
planned, and executed by
organizational or movement elite .

v The people are, essentially, extras
In the drama of liberation with the
leaders as the featured actors.

% The rank and file members or
participants are without substantive
voice and initiative.

v, In the mainline trade unions of
today as well as in much of the
activities of other social
movements, mobilization is the
weapon of choice.
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ORGANIZING VERSUS MOBILIZING
AGAINST POLICE VIOLENCE (4)

v Included Iin the mobilization model is the spontaneous
reaction of the oppressed to acts of state domination or
violence from dominant social actors. For example, in some
cases of police violence against Afrikans in Canada and the
United States, the community is mobilized to march or
demonstrate in protest against the incidents of injustice.
There will even be the occasional rebellions or uprisings.
But the passion for justice will predictably disappear in
short order. The peopl eds at
routine, everyday activities until the next killing or episode
of police brutality .

v When organizations and movements favour mobilization, it
Is all about bringing the rank and file out to mass actions
(the spectacles of resistance) such as rallies,
demonstrations, pickets, strikes, and voter registration
drives. At the end of the event, the masses are sent back
home to assume their stance as passive spectators in this

On August 9, 1988 , 44-year-old Lester
Donaldson was shot to death in his rooming
house apartment in Toronto by White police
officer David Deviney The killer cop was
acquitted of any wrongdoing for this shooting
deat h.

"apes” and "f--Ing n----- s" in an internal
police investigative process, which was
carried out under the Police Services Act.

In August 1988, the Black Action Defense

Committee (BADC) was formed in the wake

of the killing of Lester Donaldson by killer

copDavidDiveny, Some of t he

co-founders were Charles Roach, Sherona POLICE IN
Hall, Dudley Laws, Akua Benjamin and AREA
Lennox Farrell. BADC went on to become the

premier police accountability and

community resistance organization in the

Toronto region and Ontario.
